LEWISTOWN — Everyday Lewistown
Police Department School Resource Officer
Chuck Miller reports to his office at the Mif-
flin County Middle School, and thinks about
how he can improve the life of the young chil-
dren in the school setting.
While Miller’s office is located in MCMS,

he also works in Lewistown Elementary
School and the Lewistown Intermediate

School. His job was created through a Com-
munity Oriented Policing Services grant pro-
gram, which allows funding to have officers
assigned to patrol school buildings.
“The department applied for the grant, and

it is funded 75 percent for the first three years
from the federal government and 25 percent
through the school district,” Miller said. “In
the final year the borough will pay for the re-
maining balance.”
Miller said the ultimate goal of the grant is

to make a difference in the life of a young per-
son and to be a positive role model for them. 
Prior to working in the schools, Miller

worked as a police detective with kids after
they had already been victims.
“There was a certain amount of stress in

working with kids as victims,” Miller ex-
plained. “I wanted to become involved with
them at an early age and be on the preventive
side. That was why after a few years as a de-
tective, I put in for the transfer.”
Before starting at the schools Miller un-

derwent training through the National School
Resource Officer Association. This helped
him to become better at working with kids.

LEWISTOWN — The outpour-
ing of support for the victims of the
Juniata Terrace fire has been
tremendous.

encouraged to support the victims
with monetary donations through
the Juniata Valley Bank. Many of
the residents who have been dis-
placed are from working-class fam-
ilies, and all have varying needs
when it comes to what was lost.
She also said that the United Way
has partnered with the American
Red Cross and Goodwill. Mulvihill
believes that those displaced sim-
ply want to get back to normalcy
and the JVB account is starting to
help with that.

Police: Mifflintown teen has
been missing since Wednesday

KABUL, Afghanistan (AP) — An
Afghan police commander opened fire
Friday on two Associated Press jour-
nalists, killing Pulitzer Prize-winning
photographer Anja Niedringhaus and
wounding veteran correspondent Kathy
Gannon — the first known case of a se-
curity insider attacking journalists in
Afghanistan.
The shooting was part of a surge in

violence targeting foreigners in the run-
up to Saturday’s presidential elections,
a pivotal moment in Afghanistan’s
troubled recent history that promises to

be the nation’s first democratic trans-
fer of power.
Niedringhaus, 48, who had covered

conflict zones from the Balkans in the
1990s to Iraq, Libya and Afghanistan,
died instantly of her wounds.
Gannon, 60, who for many years

was the news organization’s
Afghanistan bureau chief and currently
is a special correspondent for the re-
gion, was shot three times in the wrists
and shoulder. After surgery, she was in
